


Torqued Ellipses

According to Serra, the foundations of his art took shape on his fourth birthday, during the launch of an oil
tanker at the Marine Shipyard in San Francisco: "All the raw material | needed is contained in the reserve of this
memory." In particular, he recalled later in life the powerful horizontal curve made by the ship's hull, and the
contradictory lightness and speed that impressed him when the vessel took off through the water. It was
around this same time that Serra began to draw, an activity that he believes aided the growth of his imagination
and sense of invention, as well as provided him with the necessary confidence to recognize his artistic potential.
